These resources have been compiled to create a shared language around gender and
gender identity to share with 826 Boston volunteers, staff, and students so as to have a
better understanding of how gendered implicit bias impacts perception of student
learning. These resources are meant to provide a foundation for how we can think about
gender in educational spaces, but are by no means the only resources that can be used to

explore these topics.
